Have a go at completing the ‘Combien de chiens’ (How many dogs) worksheet and
the numbers to 20 crossword.

Week 2 As we are not in school in England | thought we could go to see what school is like
in France! Have a look on BBC Bitesize — KS2 — French — class clips — At school.
There are 3 videos. Today watch the first video ‘Not Again Farley — School
(French)’. What words can you recognise? You will hear some of the numbers you
know when Farley talks about the time.
